HENRIETTA POPPE’S PINEAPPLE- ORANGE GLAZED HAM 
 

3LB. BONELESS COOKED HAM 

 1 8 OZ. CAN CRUSHED PINEAPPLE IN UNSWEETENED JUICE 

½ C. FIRMLY PACKED BROWN SUGAR 

3 TBSP. ORANGE MARMALADE 

1 TSP. PREPARED MUSTARD 

PLACE HAM IN 3 ½ TO 5 QT. SLOW COOKER. 

DRAIN PINEAPPLE LIQUID FROM CAN INTO SLOW COOKER. REFRIDGERATE PINEAPPLE. 

IN SMALL BOWL COMBINE BRN. SUGAR, 1 TBSP. OF THE MARMALADE, & MUSTARD. MIX WELL. SPREAD 

OVER HAM. 

COVER, COOK ON LOW 6-8 HRS. 

ABOUT 5 MIN. BEFORE SERVING, IN SMALL MICROWAVE SAFE BOWL, COMBINE PINEAPPLE, & REMAIN-

ING 2 TBSP. ORANGE MARMALADE. MIX WELL.  

MICROWAVE ON HIGH FOR 1 ½ MIN. OR UNTIL THOUROUGHLY HEATED. STIR 1 TIME ½ THROUGH. 

REMOVE HAM, SLICE. SERVE WITH MIXTURE. 

 SERVES 10. TAKES 8 HRS 10 MIN.
